
Kicking Bear One-on-One is a nationwide youth mentoring program 
developed by world renowned bow hunter, Ray Howell.  The Kicking Bear 
Foundation is a 501(c)3 non-profit organization.  It encourages our 
sportsmen and women to get involved with today’s youth by becoming  
mentors.  Kicking Bear campouts and shoots are held throughout the United 
States utilizing instructional 3-D target shooting to help introduce youth to the 
outdoors and to the sport of archery.  Events typically take place from a 
Friday evening to Saturday evening.  The events are usually comprised of all 
sorts of  activities including  over-night camping, DNR displays, educational 
presentations, tug-of-war, sack races, dodge ball, football, Simon Says, 
fishing, hayrides, a bonfire, fireside stories, bow safety instruction, shooting a 
3-D archery course, a traditional marshmallow fight, and ending with prizes 
being awarded at the end of the event.   We encourage adults to volunteer 
as mentors by bringing their own children along with children from outside 
their immediate family who may not have the opportunity to experience these 
types of outdoor activities.  You can make a difference!  The events are 
totally free to all those who participate.

The program’s target is towards helping underprivileged and at-risk youth or any child who doesn’t have an opportunity to 
experience what the outdoors has to offer and also to give them an opportunity to have  a mentor to look up to.  Many of 
the children who have been helped in the past would never have had the opportunity to experience the outdoors and the 
sport of archery had it not been for the mentors they gained through the Kicking Bear Program.  By encouraging others to 
reach outside their homes and become mentors, we can help break the cycle and put dreams in these kids’ hearts that will 
change not only their lives, but their families’ lives to come. 

Kicking Bear has sponsors who cover the cost of the products/prizes, and each individual hosting location contacts 
possible sponsors to cover the cost of food and other items.
